Any candidates violating any statute or election regulation
will be subject to areview hearing conduded by the Attorney General. The candidate
team also faces disgualification for theviolation. Punishmentisupto the Attorney
Genera and can rangefrom disqudification, to sugpenson of campagning privileges
to alimitation of campagn budgeary expenditures, but is notlimited to any of the
above It isimportant to note tha since the office of Student Body President entails
extreme attention to detail and extensve responsbilities adisqudification will mos
likely result from any violation, if you are ever in doubt email the Attorney Genera
and ask if something would be acceptable unde the guiddines.
